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appear on the directory will need to complete a 
new data collection form.  
This is because your organisation might have 
moved to a new location or changed some of 
your data.   
Anyone, who was previously on WCID or who 
is a CVS member will be sent an application 
pack for WCID shortly. You will need to fill out 
the form and send it back to CVS and then we 
can enter your groups details on WCID and 
register you.  
Once registered, you will be given an email link 
so that you can access your organisationôs 
WCID record. This will allow you to log on and 
make necessary changes to your 
organisationôs information yourself. This is a 
particularly exciting new development with the 
new version of WCID, as this facility was not 
available before.    
After your original registration, the WCID 
website will send out reminders to invite you to 
update your information. The notification will 
come every 6 months but if you don't respond 
after 3 reminders your data will be deleted from 
the database.  However, you donôt have to wait 
for the 6 months notification, you can update 
whenever you want, although you will still have 
to make sure you do respond back to the 
notification so that we know if you still wish to 
be present on WCID.  
WCID is in the final stages of development 
and will be goingôliveô in the next couple of 
months.

Common induction standards for social care are refreshed  
The Skills for Care Common Induction Standards (CIS) are the gold standard for induction in 
social care, with the vast majority of new starters completing the standards in their workplaces.  
The existing CIS were created five years ago and given the huge changes in the adult social care 
sector Skills for Care undertook a consultation with employers to make sure the CIS are still 
relevant. There was an excellent response to our consultation and we hope the revised standards 
will be available on the website in June 2010. There will be a transition period of 12 months from 
the launch of the new standards, after which the old common induction standards will be 
removed.
